CDDS/ EPC/ DVA service provision advice 

ADOHTA wishes to remind members that according to legislation the provision of services under the Chronic Disease Dental Scheme (CDDS) otherwise know as Enhanced Primary Care EPC and Department of Veterans Affairs (DVA) can only be done by a dentist, dental specialist or dental prosthetist. 
Our advice to all dental therapists, dental hygienists and oral health therapists is to not provide any treatment for patients accessing services using the Medicare EPC/CDDS or DVA  even if your dentist "prescribes" this care for you to do. These patients can still receive treatment from you but this care must NOT be billed to Medicare/DVA. Instead it will need to be paid for either by the patient or the patient’s health fund if appropriate.
The ADOHTA provides this information to our members to make them aware of the legislative frameworks surrounding the CDDS/DVA schemes.
ADOHTA is continuing to work with the government to rectify these anomalies and ensure that any future programs do not exclude funding for the provision of services by the vital oral health team members - dental therapists, oral health therapists and dental hygienists.
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
